The publication you are reading is the last volume No 10 th volume of 
the series “The State of Research on Multicultural Heritage of the Old 

Commonwealth”, which began in 2010. So far, 6 sizeable volumes have been 
published on the cultural heritage of our country that is currently abroad. 
The main idea behind the effort of the organizer of this initiative, the Eu-
ropean Cultural Heritage Research Institute in Białystok, is: an attempt to 
present as comprehensively as possible the current state of research and the 
research needs in the area of the Old Commonwealth heritage, with special 
consideration of the cultural heritage that is currently abroad.1

This last Volume 10 includes texts related to broadly understood cultural 
heritage, such as the cataloging of monuments, cemetery heritage, but also 
archival studies, library studies or literary studies. 

Presenting you with this volume, we would like to give sincere thanks to 
Mr Jacek Miler, Director of the Department of Cultural Heritage of the Min-
istry of Culture and National Heritage, and Ms Dorota Janiszewska-Jakubiak, 
Vice-Director of the Department of Cultural Heritage of the Ministry of 
Culture and National Heritage, for their support in the organization of our 
cyclical scientific conferences and substantive help. The Ministry of Culture 
coordinates numerous research, recognition, conservation and cataloguing 
works and supports the digitalization of the Commonwealth heritage dis-
